1 Peter 3:18-22 (Common English Bible) 

 

Christ himself suffered on account of sins, once for all, the righteous one on behalf of the 

unrighteous. He did this in order to bring you into the presence of God. Christ was put to death 

as a human, but made alive by the Spirit. And it was by the Spirit that he went to preach to the 

spirits in prison. In the past, these spirits were disobedient—when God patiently waited during 

the time of Noah. Noah built an ark in which a few (that is, eight) lives were rescued through 

water. Baptism is like that. It saves you now—not because it removes dirt from your body but 

because it is the mark of a good conscience toward God. Your salvation comes through the 

resurrection of Jesus Christ, who is at God’s right side.

GIVING FOR LENT: Giving alms (money or goods offered freely to the poor) is one of the pillars 

of Lent and an ancient practice in the Church.  Jesus proclaimed in the Gospel of Matthew 

25:31-46 that giving to the hungry, thirsty, naked, sick, imprisoned is giving to him and is the 

key to entering his kingdom. (Excerpt taken from Kristen Wall-Love’s devotional).  There are 

Lenten envelopes in the pews and chairs for you to give over and above your regular giving 

during the season of Lent to help provide for our ministries. God loves a cheerful giver. (2 

Corinthians 9:7) 

 

ELECTRONIC FUNDS TRANSFER: Please consider your 2021 giving by electronic funds transfer 

(EFT).  It is very easy to sign up – just complete the back of your Generosity Pledge Card and 

we will do all the processing. Giving by EFT lessens the worry if you have cash/checks with you 

when you come to worship.

Applicants 

must be a member of Asbury UMC and a graduate of a Wicomico County public high school 

with good academic standing, and have been accepted to a 2 or 4-year college. They must also 

meet Sunday School attendance requirements, and be active in other church-related activities. 

The application will be on-line and is due by Tuesday, April 1, 2021. The scholarship(s) will be 

presented at a later date. 

 

ASP FUNDRAISER: We've all missed those sweet, delicious pancakes, and ASP has missed 

having a regular opportunity to fundraise.
